   For example, they do not have the same 
political rights as citizens of Pakistan's 
provinces, such as the right to vote in 
national elections, though they elect their 
own representatives to the Pakistan-
administered Kashmir Legislative 
Assembly.

   India claims the entire region of Jammu 
and Kashmir, including Pakistan-Occupied 
Kashmir (PoK) and Aksai Chin, as part of 
its sovereign territory.

   India maintains that Jammu and Kashmir 
is an integral part of its national borders, 
which is one of the key issues in the 
longstanding conß ict between India and 
Pakistan.

   Pakistan has, at various times, discussed 
the idea of formally integrating PoK, 
particularly Azad Jammu & Kashmirand 
Gilgit-Baltistan, as a province of Pakistan.
